(f) All applicants must be approved by the Board before a certifi-
cate, identification card, and patch will be issued.

(g) Those certified must be properly identified by a name plate
and the Board’s shoulder patch.

(2) The Composite State Board of Medical Examiners shall be re-
sponsible for preparation of the certifying examination for
Paramedics, which may consist of three (3) parts: oral, written, and
practical. No partial examinations will be given. The Paramedic ap-
plicant must pass the Board approved certifying examination, which
shall be administered at least twice a year in such locations as the
Board shall determine.
